General guidance to FPS Updates (Patches)
There has been some confusion regarding the FPS updates (patches) that are available. 
There are two types of patches:-

Code Patches

These make changes to the programming code which runs the software.
Data Patches

These make changes to the default data contained in new blank models generated in the software.

When a scenario is opened within FPSadvance.Net, the software will search for available patches. If access to the website is permitted, and the correct proxy address was entered within the System Settings, and if there are patches available, there will be a message asking if you wish to download the patch now or choose to ignore. If you choose to ignore you will be reminded again the next time you log in.
A backup will be made automatically before the patch begins.
It is recommended that the patches should be downloaded to ensure that the software runs correctly.

The patches are cumulative i.e. each patch contains all the changes from the previous patches.

Scheduled patches

These are scheduled for the second Wednesday or Thursday of each month. Other patches may be made available if there are any ‘bugs’ to fix.
Each scenario must be updated individually. Also if the software is on more than one computer the updates will have to be done on each one.
In Hertfordshire we do not need to download any patches with National Data changes as these are already incorporated in the software. To stop these being allowed please follow the instructions below:-

In FPSadvance.Net

Click on File

Click on the Updates Tab

The proxy address should have been entered earlier (Bulletin 05)
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Place a tick in Prevent Update of National Data

Click on OK


Note: Your proxy address could be different to the one above. This will depend on which IT support manages your server. The address above is the most commonly used for SITSS supported schools.
