SIMS & FMS Migration 
You will be aware that there is to be a further migration of both SIMS.net and FMS data from the SQL2005 platform to the SQL2008 platform.  As with the previous migration, SITSS will be supporting the migration process.  As this migration is less involved than the last one, there is no requirement for FSS to visit schools using FMS to complete a lengthy ‘before and after’ migration System Reconciliation.  Instead, we are asking schools to complete the standard System Reconciliation that schools should be completing as part of their Month End procedures.

It is important to be aware of the following:

● Migration of FMS and SIMS will take place at the same time.

● During this process SIMS and FMS will be out of action.

● Correspondence regarding the migration has been passed to all SIMS System mangers by SITSS during the Autumn Term.

● SITSS will need exclusive use of SIMS and FMS for the duration of the Migration process
● Please ensure that the proposed date for migration of your data doesn’t clash with any visits from Financial Services for Schools, as your system will be out of action during the migration process 
● If your school hasn’t already done so, please ensure that the Sims SQL Migration response form is returned to SITSS, or contact SITSS directly in order to confirm migration date
● All SIMS and FMS migrations will need to take place before October 2010.

Before Migration
● Sims.net must be at a minimum of version 7.124

● FMS6 must be at a minimum of version 6.124.
● SITSS require exclusive use of Sims and FMS for the duration of the Migration process
● Please ensure that a back up of all FMS data bases (dbs) has been taken and saved.

● An FMS transaction backup will need to be taken directly before and after the migration – ► tools ► FMS transaction backup

· All dbs that you wish to access will need to be migrated i.e. fund a/c

· It will not be necessary to migrate the old 2003 db

● System reconciliations will need to be performed on all dbs, directly before and after the migration. (Notes on page 4)
