Harnessing Technology – ICT in Schools Funding

Schools received their full, original allocation on the September BISCUIT as planned.  However schools also had a separate charge identified as ‘ICT in year adjustment’.  It is important that both transactions were posted as shown on the BISCUIT report.  i.e. the income was posted as a credit to ledger code 720101 - I05 Standards Fund Income and the expenditure was posted as a debit to ledger code 508090 - E20 ICT Learning Resources.  Do not process as a reduction in income.
Capital Maintenance Allocation

Schools that were successful in their bid for a Capital maintenance allocation will have received the funding on ledger code 751001 – Capital Allocation on the October BISCUIT.  This funding should be kept separate from the Devolved Formula Capital.  We advise that new Capital income and Capital expenditure cost centres are created, with appropriate ledger codes linked, to enable easy identification of the funding and subsequent expenditure.

Upgrade to FMS 6.132

As you will be aware Schools Information Technology Systems Support (SITSS) are currently rolling out an upgrade to FMS.

There are some changes that you may wish to be aware of:

Bank Reconciliation
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Bank Reconciliation statements are now ordered using a combination of date and statement number.  This means that statements must be in date specific order. 
If you experience any problems whilst doing a bank reconciliation please call the Helpline for advice. 
VAT Periods for Leap Year
The system will now define VAT Periods for a Leap Year without the need for manual adjustment.
Posting a cashbook journal to a Supplier
The facility to post a cashbook journal direct to a Supplier is now available.  When preparing the journal choose the supplier and process in the normal way.  These transactions can be seen in the Supplier Review.
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If a supplier has been selected only expenditure codes will be available on the journal.

Recurring Payments,
Regular direct debits can also now be entered in this area.

automatically selected and no periods are selected. Consequently, without

making any further selection in the panel, selecting the relevant cost

centre(s) or ledger code(s), all transactions will be included.

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Defining Journals with the Wizard Activated
When defining the journals using the wizard, the period will default to the

current period rather than the lowest open period. If this is not the desired

period, any open period can be manually selected.

This change has been made to maintain consistency with the screen when

journals are defined without using the wizard, as this screen defaults to the

current period.
