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How to Install Nova Programs as Satellites
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Applicable to version

Nova-T 4.96 onwards.

Introduction

This help sheet describes how to install a satellite version of Nova-T4 onto a laptop machine. It also includes the installation of Options, Nova-T6 and Nova-P.

Important notes


The Nova Licence files TLICENCE.DAT and MLICENCE.DAT will be required during the installation process.  They are located in the folder S:\SIMS\SNOVA\NOVAT or S:\SNOVA\NOVAT

You will need Local Administrator rights to the satellite machine.

Please ensure that you have matching versions of Nova-T4 on your satellite and SIMS system. Non matching versions may cause corruption if directories are copied back.

Extract the Nova-T installation files

Make a copy of the Nova Satellite installer (NovaSatelliteSetup.exe) onto any media that can be read by the satellite machine. This file can be found on the SIMS Server (S:\SIMS\setups). Alternatively, path a drive to the network.

1. Double-click the NovaSatelliteSetup.exe to run the Nova Satellite wizard. This will create files in the following path:

C:\Program Files\SIMS\SATS

2. Click the Next button on each page of the wizard. The final page will indicate that the installation has completed successfully.  Click Finish
Run the Nova-T4, Options or other installation

For Options:

1. First you need to install the Borland Database Engine.

2. Click Start then Run, enter the following file structure, then click OK:

C:\Program Files\SIMS\SATS\16bitBDE\bd--252-.dk1\setup.exe

Alternatively, navigate to this file using Windows Explorer and double click the Setup.exe file to run it.

3. The Borland Database Engine Wizard is opened. Click the Next button to install the BDE, this finishes automatically.

4. Click Start then Run, enter the following file structure, then click OK:

C:\Program Files\SIMS\SATS\Options\SIMSOptionsSetup.exe

Alternatively, navigate to this file using Windows Explorer and double click the Setup.exe file to run it.

5. The Options Wizard is opened. Click the Next button.

6. This choice defaults the installation to C:\Options.

7. Click the Next button on each of the remaining pages of the wizard. The final page will indicate that the installation has completed successfully.  

8. Click Finish
For Nova-T4:

1. Click Start then Run, enter the following file structure, then click OK:

C:\Program Files\SIMS\SATS\NOVA\Nova-T4\disk1\setup.exe

Alternatively, navigate to this file using Windows Explorer and double click the Setup.exe file to run it.

7. Ensure the Use SIMS Links check box is NOT selected then click the Install button.

8. Click the Yes button to confirm you wish to proceed with the installation.

9. Once the installation has completed, you are prompted to enter the licence file (TLICENCE.DAT) into the floppy drive.

10. Click the Cancel button. 

11. Click OK to the message “You will need to supply a licence file when you first run Nova-T.

12. Copy the file TLICENCE.DAT from the folder S:\SIMS\SNOVA\NOVAT (or S:\SNOVA\NOVAT) and paste into the folder C:\SNOVA\NOVAT on the satellite machine.

13. You should now be able to run NovaT4.  The username is SYSMAN and the Password is SYSTEM for new installs of NovaT4

For Nova-T6

1. Click Start then Run, enter the following file structure, then click OK:

C:\Program Files\SIMS\SATS\NOVA\Novat6Setup.exe

Alternatively, navigate to this file using Windows Explorer and double click the Setup.exe file to run it.

2. Click Next at each screen of the wizard until the installation is complete and then click Finish.

3. Copy the file MLICENCE.DAT from the folder S:\SIMS\SNOVA\NOVAT (or S:\SNOVA\NOVAT) and paste into the folder C:\SNOVA\NOVAT on the satellite machine.

For Nova-P:

1. Click Start then Run, enter the following file structure, then click OK:

C:\Program Files\SIMS\SATS\NOVA\Nova-P5\Disk1\setup.exe

Alternatively, navigate to this file using Windows Explorer and double click the Setup.exe file to run it.

2. Click the Install button then click the Yes button to confirm you wish to proceed with the installation.

3. Once the installation has completed, you are prompted to enter the licence file (PLICENCE.DAT) into the floppy drive.

4. Click the OK button. If you do not have a floppy drive or a floppy disk with the file on you can paste the file into C:\SNOVA\NOVAT from the server.  If the licence file is present, the licence is applied and a message dialog appears indicating that the installation has completed successfully.
