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Behaviour Management in the June release

Various areas in Behaviour Management have been redesigned to enable more efficient and accurate recording of behaviour information, achievement information, and quicker access to detentions, messaging and exclusions.

Setting up Behaviour Types / Achievement Types

In Tools > Setups > Behaviour Type/Achievement Type, types can now be moved into a required order (to appear in the drop down menus) using the [image: image14.png]Role
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Setting up Detention Types

In Tools > Setups > Detention Type, session dates for the required detention can now be set up automatically by pressing the [image: image2.png]Setup Recuring Sessions



 button.  Detention sessions can be set between dates or by a required number of sessions from a starting date.  If setting sessions for Saturday Detentions, the Include Holidays box must be ticked.
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Adding Behaviour Incidents / Achievements

When recording Behaviour Incidents/Achievements, the following functionality is now available:

1. All dates are populated with today’s date by default.
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It is now possible to differentiate between the aggrieved and the perpetrators involved in a behaviour incident. For example, in a bullying incident you can now specify the Aggressor and the Target separately by selecting a role for each student.

3. It is now possible to add additional types to a behaviour/achievement record.

4. Multiple students added to a behaviour incident record can be individually assigned an action, date of action and separate points. 
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In an achievement record, multiple students can be individually assigned an award, date of award and separate points.

Note: For teachers logging behaviour/achievement through the class register, this screen is shown initially before entering the behaviour incident/achievement screen.

5. A net points total is now displayed on each student’s Behaviour Management page, which is a result of subtracting behaviour points from achievement points.  It will also display the total number of detentions recorded and the number of report cards issued, providing a useful overview of a student’s conduct in your school. 
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6. It is now possible to send a message to staff from a student’s behaviour/achievement record, and from a behaviour incident/achievement where multiple students have been added.
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7. It is now possible to enter an exclusion from a student’s behaviour record by pressing the [image: image9.png]


 button.  All fields will need to be completed as normal as no fields will be populated by default.

Adding / Editing Detentions

When setting up and assigning students to detentions, the following new functionality is included:

8. When a student is recorded as not having attended a detention, another detention session can now be selected from the Detention Details page.
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	Click OK
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Either the same detention type or the next level of Detention can be selected 


9. When adding a student to a detention, the user will get a message if the student already has a detention set for the date selected and the system will not allow the student to be placed in both.  The user will need to select an alternative date.
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10. For those schools using Lesson Monitor, students will appear in red, with a (D) symbol after their name, in the registers on the date of their detention.
