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The Brick Mosaics Design Brief
The brief for this exhibition is a very open one. We are looking for contemporary designs that challenge the ingenuity of those created by Fred Palmer’s builders in the 1920’s. There is a 
cd-rom available showing a wide selection of the original designs; please let us know if you want a copy. You can see examples of these unique designs in Welwyn Garden City for yourself as there are houses in Handside Lane, Elmwood and Hydeway decorated with brick mosaics. If you do visit please respect the privacy of the residents and do not photograph any of the houses.

The main criteria:

· The size of the design produced is proportionate to that of a single brick i.e. a rectangle approx 22 × 6.5 cm. 

· The design can be landscape or portrait format – both can be included if part of a group artwork or in a narrative. 

· If working on a larger scale take a photo of the design and scale it down to ensure that the design works at “brick” size. Please include a printout of this with your entry.

· You can create your design using any materials you wish – paint, draw, print, stitch, glue, sculpt... the choice is yours as is the colour scheme. 

· Fred Palmer’s mosaics were created using pieces of broken or cut building materials.  This required imaginative use of simple shapes - an approach which we ask you to use.
· You can make new mosaics to mix with the originals - for example you might create a storyboard with a number of designs each telling a part of an inventive narrative. Please include a short write up with the work giving details of the artists involved as well as information about the artwork itself.

· Individual designs should be no bigger than A3 (297 x 420 mm) including text.
· Group entries should be a maximum of A0 size (841 x 1189 mm) including text.
· Should you have different dimensions in mind this must be discussed with us before submitting the work.
A selection of all the work produced will be exhibited in the summer of 2011. We hope to include as many works as possible but may need to take display restrictions into account. The exhibited works will also be loaded onto the Welwyn Garden Heritage Trust’s and the Herts Memories websites (the latter can be seen at www.ourwelwyngardencity.org.uk/).
