Applying Groups to Reports
‘Grouping’ allows you to compare different pupil groups on the same report.

‘Filtering’ means that you will be looking at only the pupils with the selected characteristics.

Both allow you to look at combinations of pupil characteristics e.g. gender, term of birth, free school meal eligibility etc.
