Before the attending the cluster, please moderate your judgements with other Reception and Year 1 teachers in your school.








Your evidence can be in the form of 





▪Incidental/short observations; post-it notes, sticky labels	


▪Photos or video clips


▪Longer detailed observations; Learning journeys


▪Learning Journals


▪Observations/records from adult led activities








Each teacher/practitioner should bring a selection of evidence from 3 children of differing abilities (higher, middle, and lower).  The evidence should be a mixture of child initiated and adult led activities in the focus areas.  Please ensure you have PSRN evidence in each strand:  Numbers as Labels for Counting, Calculating, Shape, Space and Measures/ Mathematics evidence in Using and Applying, Number and Algebra, Shape Space and Measures.








Before the cluster, decide which scale points your three focus children have achieved in each of the PSRN Scales/Mathematics Attainment targets and Writing.








Depending on the abilities of the 3 focus children, Year 1 Teachers maybe using EYFS Profile, NC Levels or another assessment
