· Can resist inappropriate peer influence

· Objective yet positive self-image
Respects differences of opinion and is willing to learn from others.

Seen as his/her own person.

Makes and keeps friendships.

B
· Shows interest and enthusiasm in learning

· Works well with occasional supervision

· Goes beyond teacher instruction in order to acquire new knowledge
Participates well in class

Shows interest in the topics studied.

Asks intelligent questions of the teacher.

Makes good use of the library in order to complete homework.

B
· Is prepared to learn from mistakes

· Is not defensive over mistakes made

· Has a positive outlook
Takes pride in work and relationships.

Represents school in sporting/other events.

Is involved in range of out-of-school activities.



C
· Works well with teacher direction

· Completes set tasks without taking them further.


Makes a positive contribution to learning when he/she is interested.

Completes all work set but with no original material.

Frequently asks the teacher for help.

· Is prepared to express an opinion.

· Has understanding of own strengths and weaknesses

· Values others

· Takes pride in appearance


Tries his/her best in class.

Co-operative and unchallenging in class.

Helps other pupils.

Acts on constructive criticism and speaks up for him/herself and lets other pupils do likewise.

D
· Has to be persuaded to engage in learning activities

· Needs constant supervision and close monitoring if any progress is to be made

· May show attention-seeking behaviour
Shows low levels of involvement.

Finds lessons boring.

Does little homework..

May disrupt lessons by attention-seeking behaviour.

May switch off during lessons.



D
· Is hesitant to express opinion

· Is fearful of making mistakes

· Is unaware that [s]he and others have value

· No confidence in appearance

· Does not always follow school codes
Resents constructive criticism.

Is easily led.

Demonstrates little care about him/herself or others.

Displays attention seeking behaviour.

E
· Does not appear to value knowledge

· Intentionally disrupts the learning of others

· Often rejects opportunities to learn


Appears lethargic and lacks any interest in the lessons.

Refuses to engage in classroom activities.

Has a different agenda from the teacher and uses energy to impose his/her agenda on others, forcefully if necessary.

E
· Disregards others' rights

· Unprepared to allow people to be different

· Puts others down.

· Is indifferent to own appearance

· Rejects social codes of the school


Prefers to "mess about" rather than work.

Refuses to comply with agreed school codes eg. school uniform regulations.
