Notes:

· Text pitched at level: consider amount of text on a page, simple/compound/complex sentences, use of language (literal/metaphorical, requirement for reader to use inference etc), length of book (e.g. short chapters, requiring sustained concentration etc.) – for more guidance see section in Hertfordshire ‘Pink Book’.
· Key questions/activities – think about open-ended questions or activities involving children responding to the text and demonstrating their understanding in creative ways – fro more ideas see the Hertfordshire Assessment Team publication ‘Assessing Reading’.

· Assessment Focuses – structure your questions and activities so that you are more likely to see evidence of children’s understanding of specific AFs, according to the areas you are focusing on. However you may see evidence in AFs that you weren’t expecting. AF2 and AF3 are particularly important and heavily weighted (AF3 in particular from Level 3 onwards). For more details on the criteria associated with each AF refer to the Herts ‘Pink Book’ or national APP materials.

· Recording children’s responses – where possible, if children are discussing or responding orally try to jot down key words/phrases that children say – these will make it easier to reflect on the evidence at a later date. More useful than a ‘tick’ or other symbol.
