Reading Assessment Task – Lucky Dip (fiction)
The following is a suggested activity to use with a group of children, to stimulate discussion about a fiction book that they have just read together.

- Likely to produce evidence for AF2 (comprehension), AF3 (inference & deduction) and author’s choice of language (AF5).  
Possibly also some AF6 and AF7.
Preparation – beforehand, cut up the 10 cards (below) and place them inside a bag.
Step 1:  Talk Partners/ Paired talk

To introduce the activity, start with these questions and ask children to talk in their pairs about them.

Use this as an opportunity to encourage children to expand their answers, give reasons etc and, if necessary, to establish some ground-rules for good speaking and listening for the activity to follow.

Step 2:  Group discussion
Children will take it in turns to go through this process. 

The first child should:  
· pull out one of the question cards from the bag

· read the question out loud to the group 
· give their answer to the question (and say why)

Then the whole group should discuss that question and respond to each other’s ideas. 

Then move onto the next child to pick out a new question and so on.

(You may wish to adapt the cards or add your own cards/prompts, according to the book you are using.)
