What is the grant for?

The Make the Link – Climate exChange project explores the similarities and differences between young people in Europe and Africa on climate change issues. Learning in the classroom is turned into action through participation on the project’s interactive web platform (www.mtl-cec.org) where UK students discuss climate change issues with other young people and teachers in the UK, Netherlands, Bulgaria, Kenya, Malawi and Senegal. Schools can apply for an active citizenship grant – this involves 5 students and 1 teacher from the school attending a weekend residential to learn about skills on campaigning. They are also awarded funds to develop and launch their campaign. 
What are the conditions of the grant?
This grant is part of a European Commission funded project called “Educating Children and Young People in a Changing Climate,” contract number DCI-NSAED/2009/201-831. The amount awarded to your school is £250 (exact amount based on exchange rate when transferred) which must be used in accordance with your application.
