LESSON OBJECTIVES


Pupils will learn –





Acquiring and developing skills





Perform individually and with a partner


Remember the dance in order to perform it fluidly


Communicate the dance idea


Use the music effectively, with emphasis on the phrasing





Selecting and applying skills, tactics and compositional ideas





Use their initial to create a dance


Use jump, turn and pause along with levels and directions to develop their original ‘initials’ motif in to a tag


Use dynamics to enhance their tag





Knowledge and understanding of fitness and health





To understand the importance of preparing the body for dance through warm up, stretching and cool down





Evaluating and improving performance





Evaluate own strengths and weaknesses


Identify areas for improvement


Explain how they created their tag


Explain what makes a good performance

















TEACHING ACTIVITIES AND APPROACHES





Lesson One


Introduce students to the graffiti dance by asking them for three initials


e.g. AJB, they then draw their three initials in front of them as if drawing on a wall.  After they have all performed this, ask them to increase the size of it incorporating all three levels.  Next they clasp hands to make the execution stronger and more defined.  When they have mastered this so it has some fluidity, the process of motif and development is applied (only in a fundamental way). Emphasise clear starting and finishing position.





In the first initial add a turn anywhere (so the movements continue to flow and it looks aesthetically pleasing)


In the second initial add a freeze/pause (in an interesting shape and hold for 2 seconds)


In the third initial add a jump (does not have to be a jump up, could be in any direction)


Rehearse the ‘tag’ so it flows and fits in to 8 counts 4/4 time





Lesson Two


Re-cap on work form last week.  Pupils should get in to pairs and label themselves A and B.  All A’s line up on one side of the room and B’s on the other, opposite their partners.  A runs in to the space (make sure all A’s can be seen from the audience) and they perform their tag, when finished they run back to their starting position and B’s take the exact same spot and perform their tag.  Repeat.  The A’s and B’s are in effect having a competition – who has the best ‘tag’.  They decide to ‘make up’ and work out a short creative sequence using the ‘handshake’ as a starting point.  This can be developed using a ‘high five’ and transferred to other parts of the body.  Finish in a clear ending position.   Rehearse both sections.





Lesson Three


Students bring in own clothes to perform dance for video.  Watch and evaluate work, suggesting areas for improvement in the rehearsal and creative process as well as the actual performance of the dance.




















LEARNING OUTCOMES





By the end of this scheme of work the students will have -


Choreographed their own motif and developed it by adding a turn, a jump and a pause along with use of levels, directions and dynamics


Will have worked and performed individually and with a partner


Chosen costumes, rehearsed and videoed in their final presentation


Watched the video to identify personal strengths and weaknesses, suggest areas for improvement in creative and rehearsal process as well as performance
