	Objectives
· To identify the sounds that would be heard in Georgetown in The Gambia.

· To create a soundscape for a journey through The Gambia.



	Prior learning/context
Assembly introducing life in The Gambia from The Georgetown Trust (a charity based in The Gambia which supports education in Georgetown).



	Sound technique to be used within the lesson

Creating a soundscape using Audacity, music tracks and sound effects.


	Resources (with attachments?)
PowerPoint of pictures of life in The Gambia e.g. hippos, flamingos, river Gambia, 


	Lesson – activities/learning opportunities
· Ask the children what they know about life in The Gambia.  
· Use the IWB to make a collection of objects that would make a noise e.g. river Gambia, African drums, animals.
· Model using the images to create a short PowerPoint. 
· Model how to search for free music clips on www.freeplaymusic.com  and sound effects on www.freesfx.co.uk to match the pictures.
· Use Audacity software to edit the music and sound effects to create a soundscape to play while the PowerPoint runs.
· Children to work in pairs to create their own PowerPoint with matching soundscape using the skills modelled by the teacher.


	Support/notes etc.

· The number of sessions required will depend on the ICT skills of the class.  A Year 6 class familiar with PowerPoint, word and the internet will be able to work through the task quite quickly after an initial explanation of Audacity.


	Assessment

Play the PowerPoints to each other.  Listen to the tracks.  Do they fit with the pictures?  Do they conjure up images of Africa?
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
