	Overview: The focus of this unit is developing the children’s speaking and listening skills through role play and drama (Strand 1, 3 & 4). There are also writing opportunities which cover describing characters and the use of speech bubbles and dialogue (Strand 7, 8, 9 & 11)

	Context: These materials can be adapted for single or mixed age classes. The unit can be adapted for any well known traditional story although this version is based on Cinderella. Some prior opportunity to practise recording files on Audacity would be useful (this can be covered in ICT lessons).

	Attachments: 
· Overview – this provides the teaching sequence organised in lessons, strand links, skeleton planning and the resources list for each lesson.
· A guide to embedding photos and voice recordings into Activ Inspire.

· Flip charts for use in lessons – with page notes.

· Example flip chart to show what outcomes could look like.

· Information on accessing resources - talking books & puppet show clips.


	Guidance Notes:
The IWB slides are split into two kinds:

Those which can be used in the lesson.

Those which provide examples of photos with sound files to work towards with your individual class.

The unit can be taught over two or three weeks, dependent on availability of recording equipment, the speed at which the children can use Audacity and on your own teaching sequence allowing time for phonics etc.
Learning Opportunities: 
ICT: Children will benefit from previous experience working with Audacity and possibly music clips in ICT lessons. This can be modelled to the class using the IWB.
Cross Curricular Links:

History: This unit can be extended to allow the children the opportunity to create their own puppet show (seaside in the past/Punch and Judy). This can also be recorded as a podcast or parents can be invited in to watch.

Cross Curricular Links cont…
DT: The children can make their own puppets for use – either in DT or just simple stick puppets for this project.

Music: The ‘incidental music’ which children may wish to create can be made in Music lessons.
