	· Look at resources/ text, both paper and ICT based. 

· Make own criteria check list for non-chronological reports


	· Smart notebook resource, which outlines what a non-chronological report is and its features. 

· Smart notebook page which has starting questions to ask class to establish prior knowledge. 

· Examples of checklist criteria for non-chronological report writing (see primary teaching resources on the internet)

· Teacher made non-chronological reports – solar, system and seasides in the past. 

· Class success criteria notebook

Success Criteria 

· I can evaluate different non-chronological texts.
· I can indentify the features of a non-chronological report. 

· I can evaluate a non-chronological report.


	· Use the internet and paper-based texts to explore a range of non-chronological reports.

· Read back orally on features they have identified.

· Evaluate texts they have looked at, using criteria generated in the previous session.

· Model how to use criteria generated with ICT based texts. 


	· Notebook file / internet showing range of ICT texts. 

· Criteria worksheet generated in whole class session. 

· Evaluation grid – suggested by the framework.

	· To use the text features and  layout to find information. 

Success Criteria

· I can use a non-chronological text to find information. 


	· Model how to use features of non-chronological texts to find information on IWB.

· Generate questions for other pairs to answer. 

· During whole class session – teacher will write questions for a shared text for the children to answer. This will give pupils an opportunity to discuss where and how they found their answers. 


	· Different examples of non-chronological reports. 

· Victorian Seaside non-chronological report and related questions.

	· To read a writing skeleton. 

Success Criteria

· I know how to use a skeleton to plan.

· Complete skeleton using the text. 


	· Notebook showing text to be used and a blank skeleton. 

· Completed skeleton for whole class use (school lessons) 

· Non-chronological reports

	· To create an ICT mind map to record an area of interest. 

Success Criteria

· I know how to use a mind map.
· I can create my own mind map.


	· Demonstrate how to use a mind map tool to create a basis for writing a non-chronological report. 

· Choose a topic that interests them or topic covered in another area of the curriculum, e.g. plants, Great Fire of London, Florence Nightingale, to make their own mind map. 


	· Mind map ICT-based

· Prepared mind map on a familiar topic to use as an example during whole class teaching.

	· To plan and create a skeleton.

Success Criteria

· I can make my own skeleton plan

· I can evaluate and make changes to my plan.


	· All groups will be given a topic which has been covered during the year. In mixed ability groups write their own skeleton plan and explain how they would use this plan to write their own text. 

· Feedback from class members about their skeletons. 


	· Audacity or Photo-story to record presentations

· Class success criteria/ features grids.

	· I can plan my own non-chronological paragraph.

Success Criteria

· I can plan my own topic. 

· I can read and find out information from my topic. 


	· Children write own non-chronological report based on topic theme of the seaside e.g. entertainment, rides, rockpools etc.

· Make a mind map/ skeleton diagram based on this theme. Ask pairs of children to select a theme from class mind map and begin to plan their own topic paragraph. 

· Children will need time to research their topics and make bullet point notes. 


	· Mind map/ skeleton diagram

· Non chronological reports based on seaside theme.

· Internet for research purposes.

	· To use a report template to write my own topic paragraph. 

Success Criteria

· I can write my own non-chronological paragraph.

	· Write (in pairs) own topic paragraph on a computer / word. 

·  Demonstrate during whole class session how to use pieces of information to write this as a paragraph.

· Teacher could put all information together to create a whole report using PowerPoint/ Notebook etc.

· To edit work based on feedback given. 

Success Criteria

· I can evaluate a paragraph from a non-chronological report.

	· Demonstrate how to evaluate and edit a piece of work.

· Evaluate a partner’s work. Use class criteria to help focus their suggestions. 

· Evaluate and edit own work directly on the computer.

	· Create class non-chronological report about seaside animals. 

· Demonstrate again how to plan and pick an animal from class skeleton. 

· Research their animals using internet and information texts making notes to help them when they write. 

· Write directly into chosen word processing package and will be encouraged to add pictures/ sounds to their work. 

· As a class write opening paragraph.

· Each child should work on a different seaside animal.

Success criteria

	· Give children a set of notes on a another topic from the curriculum e.g. growing plants. 

· Use notes to plan own non-chronological text. Plan using a skeleton and then move on to writing under each paragraph. They should put together everything they have learnt during the unit, using all features identified and discussed.
