	Overview

The focus of this unit is to use ICT within Literacy. There are lots of opportunities in the unit to use and create sound using Audacity and to use ICT skills in a variety of different ways.

	Guidance Notes:
The IWB slides should be used as examples or guides and need to be adapted to suit the needs of the class. These are progressive but some slides can be used again at different stages of the unit. 

The unit overview is the teaching sequence for the unit and can be adapted to incorporate spelling, word and sentence level work. 
Learning Opportunities: 
ICT: 

Prior to or during the unit the pupils will need plenty of practice finding/ making sound files, saving them and importing them into Audacity or Smartnotebook10. This can be modelled effectively using the IWB but pupils will need time to experiment. 

Prior to unit – We made our own storm sounds which we recorded, edited and layered in Audacity to make ‘storm pieces’. This introduced them to Audacity and the technical skills they needed before starting the unit.
