PAIRED READING


Who does it?

Pupil and supporter – teacher/parent

How long for?

At least 3 times a week for 15-20 minutes for a trial period of 8 weeks

What do the child read?

Pupil-chosen, high interest material above normal independent reading level

Books      Newspapers        Magazines

Where do you do it?

Quiet and comfortable place 

Pupil and supporter both need to be able to see the material comfortably

Why do it?

Access to fluent higher order reading

Develops shared enthusiasm and pupil confidence

Provides a good model

How do you do it?

· Talk Together about the book (words and pictures)
· Reading Together - on hard bits or longer sections – supporter matches their reading speed to that of pupil
· Reading Alone - on agreed signal (tap, knock, nudge) given by the child. At signal, supporter praises and stops Reading Together
When pupil reading alone makes a mistake:

· If pupil corrects it in 4 seconds, tutor praises

· If not, supporter reads word, pupil repeats and…

· pair go back to Reading Together

· Pupil signals again when ready to read alone, and so on….
