· trying not to repeat the same vocabulary – can I think of synonyms?

          checking the question to see if I have used suitable content, layout and vocabulary.
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English Writing Targets. I am aiming for Level 5 by:

· making sure I know how to use a comma in a complex sentence.

· varying the way I open sentences.  Trying an -ed or -ing verb, a connective or a preposition.

· improving links between paragraphs and sentences by using connectives.

· making choices about the best words to use - thinking about the sound effects of words or 

           what image I want to create in the reader’s head.                     

· checking that I am using the correct degree of formality for the audience I am writing 

           for.

· learning strategies for spelling words that are a particular problem to me.
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English Writing Targets. I am aiming for Level 6 by: 
· making sure I know – and apply - the rules for using speech marks and apostrophes.

· making my writing more concise by replacing parts of sentences with abstract nouns. 

· Use subordination to link sentences.  

· spending time planning - and sticking to the plan -  to ensure my writing has a clear 

· structure and not finishing with a weak ending.

· making my opening and closing sentences memorable.

· making time to redraft my work.  Is my purpose clear to the reader? 
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English Writing Targets. I am aiming for Level 7 by:

· ensuring I use a wide range of punctuation for effect, in particular colons and 

                  semi-colons.

· experimenting with a range of sentence structures – simple, compound, complex.
