Group activities – children to work initially on set tasks chosen from a range of activities. Task cards, photos, database materials sorted into envelopes for groups to use.

Task:

Make a shopping list of goods from the list of prices in 1891-1900. Make a comparable list for similar items bought today. 

How do the prices compare? 

Are similar items expensive /cheap?

Which items on the 1891-1900 list would you not find in the shops today?

Which items in the shops today would you not find in the shops in 1891-1900?



Comparison of the buildings then and now.

· Siting of photographs of buildings along the High Street

· Siting of photographs of current buildings along the High Street

· Comparison of these two.

Task:

i) Use the digital photos, Yellow Pages, Post Code Directory, and the Victorians database to discover the street numbers and then site the buildings along the High Street

ii) Use the photos/prints, ‘A Survey of the High Street in 1908’, Kelly’s Directory etc, database information to site the buildings along the High Street

iii) Comparison of the two High Streets

Which buildings are still in existence?

What has replaced those buildings which are no longer there?

Identification of trades carried out along the High Street in 1890’s

Use the Census return to identify the different trades carried out along the High Street.

Which does there appear to be most of? Why might this be?

Can you think how they compare to the trades carried out on the High Street now?



Comparison of map of current High Street and Map of 1898

Task:

Use the overlay of Hoddesdon High Street now and the maps of 1898 to compare the layout and the extent of buildings.

How has the High Street changed/ developed?

What do you think might account for these changes?

Are there any trends that you notice?

Have particular types of shop disappeared or particular types of shop appeared?



Looking for names common to both periods
Task:

Use Kelly’s Directory to find any names common to our class.

What activities were the people engaged in?

Whereabouts in the High Street did they live?



Comparison of advertisements.
Task:

Look at adverts of the 1900s, compare them with advertisements of 2001.

How have they changed?
