Group Problem Solving Approach:











2.  5 minutes:  The group ask questions to clarify the situation with the presenter so they understand the nature of the problem fully.











1.  5 minutes:  The pupil or teacher presents the problem to the rest of the group, be they other pupils or teachers.  During this time, the audience are not allowed to interrupt.








4.  5 minutes:  Finally, the presenter considers the options put forward, asks questions to clarify them, evaluates the options and decides on 2 or 3 strategies that they will try in an effort to resolve the problem.











3.  5 minutes:  The group are invited to offer suggestions on what they feel to be possible solutions to the problem.  During this time, the presenter should not interject.
