A framework for a primary school ICT policy
An effective ICT policy is a concise and accessible document that informs and directs the provision of ICT within the school. It should address how the ICT components of the Early Years Foundation Stage and Primary frameworks are to be delivered. It should link clearly to the school’s ICT vision and integrate with the school’s ethos, values, aspirations and expectations.
It should include:

· Introduction
· Definition of ICT

· Aims

· Roles and responsibilities including management of the subject
· Teaching and learning styles

· Discrete ICT

· Cross-curricular ICT 

· Assessment  (linked to APP)

· Inclusion

· Home school links and out of hours learning 

· Reference to eSafety including a link to the AUP 

· Health and safety

· Recording, assessment and reporting

· Resources (linked to an appendix giving detailed audit of resources)
· Management Information System including data analysis and data security 
· Copyright and ownership
· Monitoring, evaluation and review

Steps for developing the policy:
· Set up a working party that reflects the breadth of the school and represents the relevant stakeholders (eg ICT Subject Leader, member of senior management team, governor, staff members)
· Share ideas and develop a draft 

· Ensure the policy integrates with other policies and practices n the school

· Agree with all stakeholders

· Provide agreed policy to all in the school community

· Review at least annually
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
