Purpose 
· To support Hertfordshire teachers to develop their use of interactive whiteboards (IWB) to teach social and emotional aspects of learning through the creation of suitable IWB resources.
· To produce a range of whole-class teaching resources that can be accessed from the Hertfordshire Grid for Learning
Aims

· To develop a series of case studies and IWB resources that support SEAL, from nominated Hertfordshire schools 

Process

Identifying possible contributors to project

· Nominations of teachers by SEAs – good practitioners needed

· Agreement made with individual headteachers for three days teacher release for project work (Primary National Strategy to pay 3 days supply cover to school)

Day 1 - September 14th 2006 at HDC
· Audit teachers’ IWB skills – provide a workshop at HDC for those who require it

· Demonstrate Luton IWB resources

· Explore theme to work on e.g. ‘Relationships’ and ‘Changes’ for use in summer term 2007

· Choose activities that lend themselves to IWB

Day 2 – October 12th 2006 at HDC
· Hold a return session developing ideas from teachers – create resources

Day 3 (1/2 day) – anytime during remainder of autumn term – school based

· Teachers to trial use of resources in schools (half day)
Day 4 – January 9th 2007 at HDC

· Hold a return session developing ideas from teachers – complete the creation of resources

Day 5 – February 21st  2007 at HDC

· Hold a return (half day)session at HDC where resources are honed

· Create case studies using multi-media formats
· Evaluation of the project
