Films will be judged primarily on how they engage the audience, the use of appropriate techniques and skills and the clarity of the message and/or story.

Results and awards presented on the 19th March 2008 at the ICT Conference (winners to be notified in advance so that they can make arrangements to attend the conference if not already doing so.).

One entry per school


All entries to be submitted as an avi file format on DVD/CD Rom


Any pupils who appear on the films will need to have a completed and signed agreement form (a copy of which must be submitted) 


All entries must be accompanied with: 


the children’s planning and/or storyboard 


a completed and signed entry form.


a brief children’s evaluation
