	Lesson: 1

	Context:

· Year 2 mixed ability class.
· Class topic for the half term is going to be on polar explorers.

· Introduction to the topic through this lesson

	Learning Objectives:

· To assess prior learning of the class. To assess what areas of maths they feel confident with and which need developing (including the sppropriate vocabulary).


	Mathematical Vocabulary:

	Resources (including ICT):

Smart board resources for Day 1 (including weblinks to National Geographic site)
Whiteboard and pen (1 per pair)

Sentences to sort (1 set between each pair)

Post-it notes
Red and pink pieces of paper


	Oral Mental Starter:

Start with a 2-digit number displayed on the board (35) and encourage the children work in partners to think of as many different ways to make that answer using +, -, x and ÷ and record them on whiteboards. Give class time to find different ways and then collect responses from the children. Model writing the different ways on the board.


	Main teaching and differentiated activities:

Show the class the video clip from the National Geographic site by clicking on the photograph of the arctic scene.
Introduce the class to the 2 week unit of work using the question which will lead the unit of work: “How can we set up base camp at the South Pole?”. Ask the class to generate ideas in pairs about what they think they might need to know to answer this question. Collect some ideas from the children.
Show the children on a map where this is in the world.

Look at the mind map on the yellow page and see if the children can think of some of their own ideas to write on post-its and then stick up or annotate the board. Keep the post-its throughout the topic to refer back to (it may be worth printing out any annotations).
Show the children the layered sheet which has the statements on and explain what each of the sections means  (Pink are things ther need to go over and are unsure of, Red means they are confident in this area). 

Send children to their places with their learning partners to sort these statements into 2 piles (These can be found in the attachments). This is a good opportunity to see if the children understand the mathematical vocabulary involved in this unit and how they sort the statements. Give each group a piece of pink paper and a piece of red paper to stick them down on.



	Plenary:

Bring the class back together and talk about how they sorted the statements.
Move the statements as a class and look at whether people came up with similar areas.

Discuss whether anyone added any extra maths to their plan which they thought they would need to know for this unit.

Print out or make a large version of the zone chart to refer to in future sessions.


	Assessment:

Look at how the children sorted the statements and the level of talk during the lesson. Use this knowledge to refine planning for the rest of the unit if needed.
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
