	Context:

Year 2 mixed ability class

	Learning Objectives:

To weigh objects and read scales.
To put objects into order from lightest to heaviest.



	Mathematical Vocabulary:

Weight

	Resources (including ICT):

Smart notebook (Day 9)
Whiteboards and pens

Weighing scales (as many as possible)

	Oral Mental Starter:

Show the class the ITP on weight where the dial shows up to 100 and ask them to work in pairs on whiteboards to find different ways to make 50g. Give children a little time to talk about different ways and collect ideas. Record them in the yellow box.


	Main teaching and differentiated activities:

Explain that one of the tasks in Antarctica will be weighing penguins ice and items from the sea. Look at the Weight ITP on the next slide which goes up to 1000g and explain that this is equal to 1kg. Talk about how the scale is different and what the markers between each number show. Press the button which is has a line coming out of the centre to remove the needle and add some weights. Ask the class to add the needle correctly. Set the task of choosing 3 weights to add to the scales and then adding how much they weigh altogether. Make sure that the three weights do not exceed 1kg. These can be recorded in the blue box at the bottom.
Give each group a set of scales, or more if resources allow and worksheets to complete (see attachments). Groups to weigh the objects on their sheet and record how heavy each item is. Once sheet has been completed children should arrange them from lightest to heaviest at the bottom of the sheet.



	Plenary:
Use some of the items on tables to get as close to target weight as possible. This can be differentiated to accommodate the different abilities in class.

LA – same as 100g

Core – same as 1kg

HA – same as 850g

Refer back to the zones on the chart on the wall and look at whether any of the statements can be moved across.


	Assessment:

Able to weigh objects accurately (to nearest 100g).

Children can use appropriate vocabulary and units when referring to weighing.
Able to use a scale and know what the divisions represent.
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
