	Oral Mental Starter:  

Display a table of information with a selection of questions.  Children to discuss answers with response partner and record on individual whiteboard.  Discuss as whole class.


	Main teaching and differentiated activities:
Show children a graph.  Ask a selection of questions that require them to interpret information from the graph, and discuss how they worked out the answers (eg the person with the highest score is the person with the highest bar on the graph).
Success criteria:

· I can interpret information from a graph.
· I can suggest other questions that could be answered from the graph.

· I can explain how I worked out my answers.

BA, with TA –Have a sheet of questions requiring them to interpret the graph they drew yesterday.  (See attachments, Answering questions from a graph, p1).  Focus on basic questions such as who had the highest/lowest score, who scored …, what did …. Score?  TA provided to read questions to children so they are not hindered by their literacy ability.  When finished, children can make up questions of their own that can be answered from the graph.
A, with Teacher– Have a sheet of questions requiring them to interpret the graph they drew yesterday.  (See attachments, Answering questions from a graph, p2).  Have a mixture of questions that can be answered by looking at one bar on the graph, and questions that require children to look at two bars, such as ‘what was the difference between scores of … and …., how many more did … score than ….?’  When finished, children can make up questions of their own that can be answered from the graph.

AA independent – Have a sheet of questions requiring them to interpret the graph they drew yesterday.  (See attachments, answering questions from a graph, p3).  Have a mixture of questions that can be answered by looking at one bar on the graph, and questions that require children to look at more than one bar, such as ‘what was the difference between scores of … and …., how many more did … score than …., what was the total score of everyone in the group, how many people scored more than …’  When finished, children can make up questions of their own that can be answered from the graph.



	Plenary:  Look at a graph with no labels.  What might the labels on the axes be, and what would the title be?
Children to colour in smiley faces/self assess to show how well they have met the learning objectives.

Who had the lowest score?  How can you tell from the graph?

What was the difference between the scores of … and …?

How many people scored more than 10?
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
