	Lesson: 2 – Measures - Length

	Context: Estimating and measuring shorter distances to nearest ½ cm.

	Learning Objectives:  Choose and use standard metric units and their abbreviations when estimating, measuring and recording length, weight and capacity; know the meaning of 'kilo', 'centi' and 'milli' and, where appropriate, use decimal notation to record measurements (e.g. 1.3 m or 0.6 kg)


	Mathematical Vocabulary: metric unit, standard unit, millimetre (mm), centimetre (cm), metre (m)

	Resources (including ICT):  Estimating and measuring (easiteach); rulers marked in cm and ½ cm; tape measures; selection of objects to measures; world map.


	Oral Mental Starter:  Use easiteach file ‘Estimating and Measuring’ for lesson.  Work through the pages doing class estimates for pictures and choice of equipment for measuring (do not go to last page yet).  Explain to chn that they are going to be measuring these distances properly during main part of the lesson.


	Main teaching and differentiated activities:  On visualiser or OHP, demonstrate how to measure to the nearest ½ cm using a selection of objects.  Working in pairs, one child to draw a line with a ruler on whiteboard, other to measure to nearest ½ cm.  Check with each other that they are right.  Using selection of objects and measuring equipment, chn to measure objects suggested in easiteach file.  Chn can record results in a table as shown on easiteach.


	Plenary:  Go to final page of easiteach file – How far from here to Zambia?  Discuss how/where we could find out.  Any estimates?  Display ‘world map’ (Word) to see if this helps.


	Assessment:  Take feedback on the measurements chn have made.  How accurate were they?  How good were the estimates?  Were chn able to use estimates to help them check?
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
