	Lesson: 4 – Planning for data collection

	Context: Collecting data to compare Zambia with Watford using internet to collect data.

	Learning Objectives:  Suggest a line of enquiry and the strategy needed to follow it; collect, organise and interpret selected information to find answers; Answer a question by identifying what data to collect; organise, present, analyse and interpret the data in tables, diagrams, tally charts, pictograms and bar charts, using ICT where appropriate


	Mathematical Vocabulary:  data, information, survey, questionnaire, graph, chart, table, diagram, horizontal axis, vertical axis, axes, label, title, scale, interval, bar chart, greatest/least value, problem, solution, calculate, calculation, method, explain, reasoning, reason, predict, pattern, relationship, classify, represent, interpret

	Resources (including ICT): types of chart (easiteach); atlas; data collection (ppt file).


	Oral Mental Starter:  Have a look at an atlas using visualiser.  What sort of data can we find in an atlas?  Look at and discuss all the data found in an atlas.  Discuss the different ways data is shown.  Use ‘types of chart’ easiteach file to revise familiar types of charts and graphs.  As a class come up with examples that could be put into the charts.


	Main teaching and differentiated activities:  Discuss with chn how we could use data to compare Zambia with England.  What sort of things could we compare?  What sort of data would we need to collect for this?  Where could we find this?  Go through things we need to consider for planning investigation using ‘data collection’ ppt file.
Children to spend time, working in pairs, coming up with a plan for data they could collect to compare England and Zambia.  Less able to have adult support for writing and copy of the questions to guide them with their plan.  More able to consider how we could look at more than one type of data, e.g. temperature & rainfall.


	Plenary:  Chn to feedback on plans for data collection and discuss suitability of ideas with another pair.  Some chn to share their plans with class to help those lacking ideas.


	Assessment:  How clearly have they planned for their investigation?  Are they using group members effectively?  Do they know what data they are going to need to find?
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
