	Lesson: 6 – Venn Diagrams

	Context: Venn diagrams linked to geography topic.

	Learning Objectives:  Answer a question by identifying what data to collect; organise, present, analyse and interpret the data in tables, diagrams, tally charts, pictograms and bar charts, using ICT where appropriate


	Mathematical Vocabulary:  data, information, survey, questionnaire, chart, diagram, label, title.

	Resources (including ICT): animal sort (easiteach)


	Oral Mental Starter:  Provide chn with a list of animals found in Zambia.  How could we sort these animals?  Is there any way we could represent these group?  Establish the use of a Venn diagram.


	Main teaching and differentiated activities:  Show chn Venn diagram animal sort easiteach file on IWB.  Discuss what goes in each section.  Click on the animals to move them to the correct section.

What other types of info that we could collect in the classroom could we show in a Venn diagram?   Allow time to discuss.  If chn are ready, discuss the idea of a 3-way Venn diagram and demonstrate how to create one.  Chn collect info for their own Venn diagram.  More able to do 3-way diagram, less able to have diagram prepared for them and help thinking of ideas for data collection.


	Plenary:  Show some chn’s Venn diagrams on visualiser.  Ask some questions about the info.  What other questions could you ask?  Chn to come up with questions to ask.  (Alternatively, come up with questions for animal sort Venn diagram).


	Assessment:  Were chn able to come up with appropriate ideas for data collection?  Did they come up with suitable questions to ask in plenary?
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
