	Lesson: 7 – Presenting Data

	Context: Presenting data relating to geography topic on Zambia

	Learning Objectives:  Report solutions to puzzles and problems, giving explanations and reasoning orally and in writing, using diagrams and symbols;  Use time, resources and group members efficiently by distributing tasks, checking progress, and making back-up plans.


	Mathematical Vocabulary:  problem, solution, calculate, calculation, method, explain, reasoning, reason, predict, pattern, relationship, classify, represent, interpret

	Resources (including ICT):  bar charts (easiteach), data from ICT session


	Oral Mental Starter:  Interpret scales on a bar chart using easiteach ‘bar charts’ file.  Display data on a chart and ask questions about it. Ask chn if they can come up with any questions to ask about the chart.  For the easiteach file, the data needs to be put into the bar chart each time you open the document as easiteach will not save changes made within the ITP.  


	Main teaching and differentiated activities:  Go through the conventions of how to draw bar charts.  Use ‘bar charts’ on easiteach to show how putting data in a bar chart can make it clearer.

Chn are to use the data they collected from the computers earlier in the week and represent the data in the most effective way (bar chart, pictogram, venn diagram etc.)  They need to ensure they choose an appropriate scale.  Adult support for less able.  Teacher to support more able with showing data in more complex charts.


	Plenary:  Show a bar chart on the computer using http://www.amblesideprimary.com/ambleweb/mentalmaths/grapher.html  but have the scale missing.  Ask the chn what the scale could be.  Gradually give them clues through the data to try to get them to work out the scale.



	Assessment:  How well have chn chosen to present data?  Are they able to use clues to interpret bar charts?
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
