	Context: Presenting data to compare Zambia & Watford with our geography topic.

	Learning Objectives:  Report solutions to puzzles and problems, giving explanations and reasoning orally and in writing, using diagrams and symbols


	Mathematical Vocabulary: problem, solution, calculate, calculation, method, explain, reasoning, reason, predict, pattern, relationship, classify, represent, interpret

	Resources (including ICT): use of visualiser or OHT photocopies to display chn’s work.


	Oral Mental Starter:  Discuss with chn what we have learnt about in this unit.  In tables, chn do a quick rough mind map showing all the things they know about data handling and measures.

Is there anything more they would like to learn?  Anything unsure about?  To be built on next time round.


	Main teaching and differentiated activities:  Children are to present their findings to the rest of their groups from their data they have collected.  They need to explain what conclusions they can draw from the data they collected.  During presentation, chn can make notes on the info that has been found out.

Chn to write a summary report of the data collected from the whole of their group comparing Zambia with England.  Chn to work in ability groups.  Give less able key word sheets to help them with report.



	Plenary:  Display some of the chn’s reports on visualiser.  Chn are to imagine they are writing the test qu’s for the reports.  What qu’s would they ask?


	Assessment:  How well were chn able to interpret and summarize the data?
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
