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Most groups of learners, including those with learning difficulties and/or disabilities, make at least good progress and some may make very good progress. 








There are no marked differences between the achievement of the various groups of learners, such as those of different gender or ethnicity. 





Learners have many opportunities to contribute to and take on responsibilities in the community. 





They behave well towards each other, showing respect and encouraging others to conduct themselves equally well





All learners enjoy school a good deal, as demonstrated by their considerate behaviour, positive attitudes and regular attendance. They feel safe, are safety conscious without being fearful, and they adopt healthy lifestyles. They develop a commitment to racial equality. They make good overall progress in developing the personal qualities that will enable them to contribute effectively to the community and eventually to their working life





The great majority of learners enjoy their education and achieve because they are well-served by the curriculum, which encourages their personal development. The response of different groups of learners to the curriculum is carefully monitored.

The inclusion of all learners is central to the leadership’s vision and it is effective in dismantling barriers to engagement





Good links exist with parents and outside agencies to support the school’s work and to promote community cohesion. Parents are strongly supportive of the school. The impact is seen in the good or rapidly improving progress made by most learners on most fronts, in their sense of security and well-being, and in its deservedly good reputation locally
