Preparation for questions on the role of the Mathematics Co-ordinator

It is possible that the following questions could be asked of you:-

1. Do you have any expertise in this subject?  Mention your initial training input and any courses you have attended.  Include experiences in co-ordinating mathematics elsewhere if relevant.

2. Length of time in the post?

3. Extent of your responsibilities?  Over-seeing planning, ordering resources, monitoring teaching, leading staff meetings, support for individual teachers and liaison with Numeracy Dept of LEA.

4. What do you consider are the strengths within numeracy?  Reference to raising of standards incl. % Level 2/3s and Level 4/5s.

5. Weaknesses?  Ensure that any weaknesses have already been identified within the SDP.

6. In terms of INSET what has been undertaken by yourself and other staff in the last few years?
7. What is the level of staff confidence and expertise?  Confidence in subject knowledge, familiarity with the Green and Yellow INSET boxes materials. Subject knowledge training that staff have attended. One to one support from Numeracy Consultant for several teachers.

8. What procedures are in place for assessment and record keeping?  This might include :-
a) Yearly target setting with Head and Class teachers.

b) Pupil tracking year on year, with termly review.

c) NNS Key Objective sheet used by teachers to keep summative account of class knowledge.

d) Group targets set with pupils and reviewed half termly.

e) Day-to-day informal assessment by teachers on their planning sheets.

f) Analysis of SAT data.

g) PANDA and Autumn Package comparison between school and like schools.

9. What would you like to see further developed?  Again link with weaknesses and the SDP.

10. What curriculum guidance, policies, schemes of work are in place?  Use of NNS Sample Medium Term plans.  Teachers annotating these to meet the demands of the school.  Use of the NNS Framework to support planning and ensure the correct content, coverage and progression.  Policy reviewed in the light of the NNS being implemented.  How resources are stored within the classrooms and in the central area.  Procedures for teachers to influence the resources they feel appropriate.
