ICT POLICY

We in the mathematics department believe that equipping students with the relevant skills in I.C.T. is of vital importance and we aim to take all our classes in to one of the four computer rooms at least once a term, in order to make sure of each students entitlement.

The KS3 Impact textbooks have a chapter on the uses of computers within mathematics.  This work includes spreadsheet, databases, graphical and scientific calculator work and Logo.

Spreadsheets are a particularly useful aid in the teaching of mathematics with many applications such as the study of number patterns, looking for statistical trends in data sets and organising results in coursework.

Student’s spatial awareness can be developed through the use of Logo, which is particularly useful in the study of 2D geometric shapes.

We have 2 laptop computers and projectors for use within the classroom as well as an Interactive Whiteboard (with Internet access).  These have some excellent software including Omnigraph, Autograph, Outware, Ch 4 CD-Roms and a number of our own power point demonstrations.

We have 30 Graphical calculators, which have manifold applications in the maths curriculum.
