We in the Mathematics Department believe that displays are an important part in helping pupils to achieve their full potential, through visually reinforcing the value we as teachers place on pupils’ work.

The display boards within individual teacher’s classrooms are from classes taught within those rooms.

We aim to update these every term, trying to make sure an example of each childs work is displayed at least once during the year.

The large fronted boards in the maths corridor are intended to be used for more general mathematical themes.

Coloured rolls of paper for covering display boards are stored in the maths office as are a wide range of bordering materials, staple guns etc.  There is also a small supply of black card available for backing work onto.  Thinner coloured card and crepe paper is also available for pupils to create more colourful work with and is stored in the stationary cupboard.
