Key strategies:

· Try some simple cases

· Find a helpful diagram

· Organise systematically

· Make a table

· Spot patterns

· Use the patterns

· Find a general rule

· Explain WHY it works

· Check regularly

Using this ‘model’ we would seek to encourage the use of concise sentences and cohesion devices.
