Embedding and Integrating MFL in the Primary Curriculum
By the school year 2009/ 2010 every pupil at KS2 will become entitled to at least one hour of language teaching per week.  It is clearly not possible to add another hour to the timetable, and so teachers need to think creatively about areas where language can be inserted and exploited along with existing curriculum subjects. Additionally, there is great value in using languages for ‘real purposes’ throughout the school day.  Listed below you will find some examples of areas where languages can be used across the curriculum. These are not exhaustive, and you will no doubt be able to find other areas in your own school’s life in which languages can play an integral part.
Daily Classroom routine

· Pupils can be greeted daily in the Target Language (TL).  Any registering activity can be a useful tool in recapping small areas of vocabulary, such as favourite animals/colours/food/numbers.  
· The date and weather can be shown in both mother tongue and the TL in a prominent place and changed daily.  
· Birthdays can be celebrated in the TL
· Common items/places in the school can be labelled in the TL. 

· Brain Gym

· Praise and censure can both be applied in the TL
· Playground games can be played and supervised in the TL

Literacy

· Storytelling (eg Hungry Caterpillar, Bear Hunt, Elmer, Giant Turnip, Dear Zoo, all the Spot Books and other traditional stories)  etc are all published in other languages.

· Making up own versions of familiar stories, cutting and pasting text into sequence, making concertina books

· Comparison of traditional storytelling conventions.

· Use French version of Jolly Phonics (Le Manuel Phonique) to break down the sounds of French as an aid to reading

· Using context and previous knowledge to determine meaning.  

· ‘Gisting’.

· Links with English grammar structures, spotting similarities and differences

· Dictionary work

Numeracy
· Any operations can be carried out in TL as long as children have previous knowledge of high enough numbers.

More detailed advice on French mathematical terminology
· Using number fans, mini whiteboards, bears, dice, clocks, performing simple maths tasks such as times tables, lotto, fizz-buzz

· Warm-ups, mental maths, and any games, such as fruit salad, where numbers can be used

· Recording information, frequency, surveys, graphs, 

Assemblies 

· Once per term - singing assembly in the target language.

· Using a TL song in amongst other English parts of assembly.

Drama

· Role playing, performance in assembly, showcasing, dramatised readings in TL. 

· Nativity/other festival-specific dramas etc in other languages.

· Celebrating proficiency with parent/other spectators.

· It can also be used as part of PSHE
PE

· Parachute games
· Playground games

· Routines and warm-ups/cool-downs
· ‘Jacques a dit’ (Simon Says)
Music

· Using traditional songs in the TL for different occasions (Christmas/harvest/summer/Easter and other festivals)
· Composing own versions of well known songs using TL
· Creating raps using simple vocabulary

· food chain (eg.qui mange qui? Babelzone)

· habitats

· parts of the body and illness

· healthy eating and exercise

· Recording results of surveys etc
· Emailing

· Research

· Poster design, 
· Web page design
