	3. Update  on the latest developments of Physical Activity within Public Health – Dr Roz Fitches
Dr Roz Fitches gave a presentation on latest news and information since the announcements of the Comprehensive Spending Review
Key Points:

- The National Physical Alliance role is under review.

- The Regional PA Co-ordinator post will no longer exist after March 2011.

- Government Office East will close.

- The future of the 2M indicator to be announced in the coming month

- The NHS 2012 Challenge, challenge to get 2,012 NHS employees to be involved in physical activity by 2012, set to continue.

- Active People Survey 5 (Oct 2010 – Oct 2011) agreed by Ministers, hope it will continue after the Olympic Games. Dept of Health and Sport England in discussion for ‘under 30mins’ activity. 
- Public Health White Paper due out in Dec.
- Change4Life to continue with more support from the private sector

- QIPP programme will remain a priority but to be driven by GPs.

- Cycling England to be abolished.

- New UK wide PA Guidelines to be published spring / summer 2011, likely to include guidelines for under 5’s.

	4. Review of Prevention and Wellbeing/Voluntary and Community Services – Tim Anfilogoff
Tim Anfilogoff gave a presentation on the future of HCC Adult Care Services as a result of funding cuts.
Key Points:
- HCC need to make a saving of £200m over the next  three years
- Various stakeholder events happening across the county to engage with wide range of partners
- Push for partnership working and Big Society

	5. Promoting PA in the county 
Round the table discussion on the future of the Physical Activity in Hertfordshire and the Alliance.
CN stated HSP has had their core funding guaranteed from Sport England for the next four years. This would fund a small number of staff. Programme funding is very uncertain and there is a need for HSP to be more pro-active working with partners and others in the community.
There was a discussion about how we collectively engage with GPs and how GP consortia will work, i.e. how will they commission services and allocate resources?  The exact details are not known at this stage but it is likely GPs will need an information network to direct patients to.  It will be increasingly important to ensure future projects/programmes tick more than one outcome (e.g. social cohesion, health benefits, volunteering, etc.) to sell the value of investing in PA provision.
There were also concerns about ensuring the lack of resources does not widen further.  How will GPs fully understand the needs of their communities?  The voluntary sector has lots of intelligence but is very vulnerable in the present climate and many organisations are at risk of disappearing.     After discussions, it was concluded that it will be increasingly important to network and share information with other organisations and GPs.  It was also suggested that a series of community toolkits be devised to help local communities set up their own PA initiatives.  This would enable local communities to take ownership.
PA Framework

CN suggest/proposes the framework is release as a draft to be updated in the Spring / Summer 2011 once the White Paper is out and the future of PA is confirmed. The appendices, research and information can be used for local action plans and a baseline for future and outcomes and targets.
