Leadership & Management

We:
· have identified members of the leadership group who are jointly responsible for the school`s strategy for Wave 3 SEN/literacy intervention (eg. headteacher, SENCo/INCo, literacy co-ordinator)

· have identified the individual who leads on Wave 3 work on a day-to-day basis (implementation, monitoring and evaluation – eg. SENCo)

· ensure that all staff have an understanding of their role within a whole-school approach to Wave 1-3 provision

Attainment & Progress:

We:

· track individual children`s progress against LEA and national comparators and identify at the earliest opportunity all those whose progress gives cause for concern

· target Wave 3 intervention on the basis of pupil tracking data

Provision Mapping:

We:

· offer a range of Wave 3 interventions,where appropriate, matched to children`s needs and which are delivered by skilled, trained staff

· are familiar with the evidence base for different Wave 3 interventions

· use interventions for which there is documented evidence of success

· target interventions within clearly identified time scales 

    and explicit exit strategies 

· embed these interventions within a coherent whole-school approach to the three “waves” of support and children`s entitlement to a broad and balanced curriculum

· routinely evaluate the impact of Wave 3 interventions 

· continue to improve the quality of teaching and learning 

· provide appropriate training for all staff

· manage and deploy resources effectively to meet the needs of all pupils

· maximise the positive involvement of pupils and parents/carers 

SENCo self evaluation to establish confidence and expertise in:

· Using self-evaluation to establish priorities and improvement plans

· Focusing the work of the school on Wave 3 in the context of quality first teaching (ie Wave 1) and the effective use of Wave 2

· Targeting the use of a range of evidence-based Wave 3 interventions

· Prioritising early identification and intervention

· Leading the work on Wave 3 on a day-to-day basis

· Supporting the deployment of support staff and resources

· Supporting the CPD needs of all staff 

· Monitoring the impact of provision and interventions

Teachers who are effective in:

· Including all children in the Literacy Hour and daily Mathematics Lesson  and differentiation of Wave 1 – ie. quality first teaching

· Incorporating a range of inclusive teaching and learning strategies and resources

· Using adult support to maximise attainment and independent learning

· Raising the attainment of the lowest attainers in Literacy and Numeracy
