Developing learning across a week

Every day

Children are provided with:

· opportunities throughout the day, inside and outside, to engage independently in speaking, listening, reading and writing activities across the curriculum which allow them to explore and practise their growing phonic knowledge and blending and segmenting skills;

· an interactive multi-sensory phonics session, led by the teacher/practitioner, comprising discrete teaching and opportunities to practise and apply new learning;

· a session led by the teacher/practitioner of shared reading and/or shared writing so that reading and writing strategies, including the use of phonics, are clearly demonstrated in a purposeful context;

· opportunities to hear a wide-ranging selection of stories, poems, rhymes and non-fiction as part of a regular read-aloud programme.

Twice a week

Children take part in:

· Guided reading with the teacher/practitioner. These small-group sessions will be planned to support the development of reading strategies and skills according to the needs and experience of children.

Once a week minimum

Children take part in:

· guided writing with a teacher/practitioner, where, as part of a group, they have the opportunity to develop their writing skills (including oral rehearsal) with support. The context for the writing could derive from any area of the curriculum, and indeed over time should do so.
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
