Assessment, recording and reporting 

Assessment in SRE should be active and participatory helping children to recognise the progress they are making in developing skills and taking part, as well as in their knowledge and understanding.  Pupils should learn how to reflect on their experiences, ask questions, make judgements and where appropriate set personal targets.  School staff and pupils should be involved in monitoring and assessing learning.

Ofsted has identified assessing and monitoring pupils’ learning as an area that needs further development.  Although there are no statutory assessment requirements for SRE when it occurs as part of a PSHE programme, Ofsted’s suggested learning outcomes provide a positive framework for undertaking effective assessment.

Schools are required to keep records on all aspects of pupils’ development and annual school reports should include a section on PSHE and Citizenship.  When pupils keep a record of their progress their comments can be included in this report.

Pupils can undertake a range of activities that forms the basis of assessment.

Assessment offers teachers opportunities to:

· involve pupils by sharing learning goals with them

· help pupils to identify and recognise the standards they are aiming for

· provide feedback to pupils on their learning and plan the next steps

· reflect on the effectiveness of teaching and learning tasks undertaken

· further demonstrate teachers’ confidence that every pupil can improve

· give feedback to parents/carers about pupils’ participation and learning
