How to make a Passover Seder Plate using clay
The Seder Plate is traditionally displayed at a family or communal seder.

Each item symbolises an aspect of the Passover Story.

1. You will need one large piece of clay and 5 smaller pieces

2. Role out the large piece of clay into an approximate circle with a 15cm diameter.

3. Now from your 5 small pieces of clay shape them into something that looks like the following:
Shank bone
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 The Shank Bone (Karpas)  is a piece of roasted meat which represents the lamb that was the special l sacrifice on the eve of the Exodus from Egypt.  It is not eaten but the person leading the Seder points to it when that part of the story is spoken about.  
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The Burnt Hardboiled Egg

The burnt egg   (betzah) symbolises the holiday offering brought in the days of the Holy Temple.  The egg is hardboiled and burnt over a flame
The Bitter Herbs
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 Bitter herbs (maror) remind Jewish people  of the bitterness of the slavery of  their ancestors  in Egypt. Fresh grated horseradish, romaine lettuce, and endive are the most common choices.  The bitter herb is often grated and eaten alongside some matzah (unleavened bread)

The Vegetable   (Karpas)
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 A non-bitter root vegetable such as an onion or boiled potatoe symbolises the back-breaking work of the Jews as slaves. The Hebrew letters of karpas can be arranged to spell "Perach Samech".  At the Seder, this is broken off and dipped into some salt water then eaten.  (Salt water represents the tears of the slaves).

The Lettuce
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The lettuce also symbolises the bitter enslavement the Jews in Egypt. The leaves of a Romaine lettuce are not bitter, but the stem, when left to grow in the ground, turns hard and bitter.

When you have made your vegetables and shank bone, stick then down onto your clay plate. 

When your Seder Plate is completed.  Leave it to dry then paint it.
