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Bridge Builders would like to support
schools with the RE Curriculum by

offering ExploRE Workshops.

ExploRE Workshops are full or half day sessions written,
developed and delivered by the Bridge Builders Team that
will help pupils to understand more about the Christian
faith through discussion, writing and the arts. Often the
best way to learn about the Christian faith and what
Christians believe is to have one in the room to ask them,
as this will enable pupils to grapple with new ideas, gain
understanding of the Christian faith and to ask questions.

‘RE offers distinctive and valid opportunities to promote pupils’
interdisciplinary learning and spiritual, moral, social and
cultural development. It contributes to the development of

beliefs and values and to schools’ ‘Prevent’ duty to combat
extremism. Dedicated RE lessons, in partnership with whole
school approaches should allow for timely and sensitive
responses to be made to unforeseen events of a religious, moral
or philosophical nature, including natural phenomena resulting
in humanitarian responses whether local, national or global.’
