Founded in October 2003, SARETT is a member of NATRE (National Association of Teachers of RE) and meets at least once a term to discuss, explore and develop the teaching of  Primary RE.  

We usually work ‘in house’ but regularly invite RE specialists to work with us in areas such as RE and ICT, using artefacts, assessment, cross-curricular RE, spirituality, drama, visits to places of worship and above all, to share good practice.  We have up to date information about RE courses, resources and publications. 

A grant awarded in 2004 from the St Gabriel’s Programme enabled us to produce a Resource Pack ‘The Spirit of the Church – Creative RE following a church Visit’. 

In 2006 we funded our own ‘Directory of local faith visitors and Places of Worship in and around St Albans’.  Both packs can be purchased from us.  

Most recently some SARETT members have worked on the ‘writing group’ for the revision of the Herts Primary RE Scheme of Work.
