When salt dissolves in water, it spreads out everywhere. When a slid melts, it spreads out everywhere. I think melting and dissolving are the same thing. 





Melting is the same as dissolving. Both words mean that solid things turn into a liquid.








I think melting and dissolving are different. You need 2 things, a solid and a liquid, for dissolving. You only need one thing for melting – you just have to heat it up.
