INSPIRING CHILDREN AND TEACHERS

Have you ever touched a wind turbine? Do you know how solar panels work? What is biomass? Do you want to inspire your students?
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Once the chick rearing house for Ovaltine manufacture in Kings Langley, the Egg Farm refurbishment is now Beaufort Court, the beautiful Headquarters of RES. Opened in 2004, it uses state-of-the-art sustainable building techniques, high standards of energy efficiency and several types of clean, renewable technology designed to provide our heat, cooling and power needs. RES is one of the leading developers of renewable energy.

On Mondays and Tuesdays the Visitors Centre runs free workshops for schools and colleges, (KS2/KS3/KS4, HE).The programmes are based on the National Curriculum but can easily be adapted to suit the needs of your students. Our education officer is a qualified teacher with more than 20 years experience. 

The main focus for a visit to RES is generally either science or geography. 

The science programme is called ‘Renewables in Action’ and includes an introduction to renewables, tour of the site and hands-on experimentation with model turbines, solar panels, and other equipment. 

The geography programme, called ‘Wind as a Source of Power’, also includes a presentation and a tour followed by a master planning exercise and use of our computer simulation software, which allows the students to model a wind farm and predict the capacity for energy production. 

Sixth form colleges and Universities may ask for bespoke sessions on solar, wind or biomass, in which case our education officer enlists the help of one of our specialist engineers to assist with the session.

Visits usually last for approximately 4 hours (10am-2pm) but shorter sessions can easily be arranged.
